During a random check, your mother is
stopped by the police.

The police call AVIM (Immigration Police),
and your mother is taken to a detention
center.
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During your exam week, you are
required by the IND to report to

the Repatriation and Departure
Service.

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Your mentor provides poor
guidance for your further
education.

As a result of a bad profile choice,
you are later unable to attend
university.
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While hanging out with friends in the city, a
police officer randomly asks for your ID.

You don’t have it with you. You manage to
talk your way out of the situation and only
receive a €90 fine.

This creates a significant financial burden
on your family.
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The school counselor is unaware of
options for studying with a student
visa or starting before age 18.

As a result, you miss the
opportunity to continue your
education immediately.
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You are unable to enroll in higher
education (HBO, WO, or MBO).

As an undocumented individual,

you start working illegally like
your parents, doing cleaning and
babysitting jobs.
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You receive a deportation order from
the IND.

They come to your home and deport
you to your parents’' country of origin.

You are scared and alone. ‘\\‘
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During your IND application at the

IND office, you are detained and

deported to your parents’ country
of origin.

You are scared and alone.
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You are stopped by immigration
police but eventually released.

You don’t know why.

You feel afraid but fortunate to
have avoided detention.
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Your friends invite you to hang out,
but you cannot join them because
the venue only accepts card

payments, and you don’t have a
bank account.

If you leave the Netherlands, you
won’t be allowed to return.
